1. INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to provide you with information in respect of the resolutions
to be proposed at the AGM relating to, amongst other matters, the proposed grant of the Issue
Mandate, the Repurchase Mandate and the Extension Mandate, and the re-election of Directors.
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2. ADOPTION OF THE AUDITED CONSOLIDATED FINANCIAL STATEMENTS AND
THE REPORTS OF THE DIRECTORS AND THE AUDITORS

The annual report 2016 incorporating the audited consolidated financial statements of
the Company and the reports of the Directors and the auditors for the year ended 31 December
2016 will be sent together with this circular to the Shareholders on the same date. The audited
consolidated financial statements of the Company have been reviewed by the audit committee of the

Company.

3. DECLARATION OF FINAL DIVIDEND

The Board has recommended a final dividend of HK$0.032 per Share for the year 2016 in
cash and such final dividend will be payable on Friday, 26 May 2017.

registration not later than 4:30 p.m. on Wednesday, 10 May 2017.

4. GENERAL MANDATES TO ISSUE AND TO REPURCHASE SHARES

At the AGM, an ordinary resolution will be proposed to approve the granting to the Directors
of a general and unconditional mandate to allot, issue or deal with issued Shares up to a maximum
of 20% of the aggregate number of Shares in issue as at the date of passing the relevant resolution
(“Issue Mandate”). As at the Latest Practicable Date, a total of 562,149,000 Shares were in issue.
Subject to the passing of the proposed resolution granting the Issue Mandate to the Directors and
on the basis that no Shares will be issued or repurchased by the Company prior to the AGM, the

Company will be allowed under the Issue Mandate to issue a maximum of 112,429,800 Shares.
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At the AGM, an ordinary resolution will also be proposed to approve the granting to the
Directors of a general and unconditional mandate to exercise all powers of the Company to
repurchase, on the Stock Exchange or on any other stock exchange on which the Shares may be
listed, Shares up to a maximum of 10% of the number of Shares in issue as at the date of passing
such resolution (“Repurchase Mandate”). As at the Latest Practicable Date, a total of 562,149,000
Shares were in issue. Subject to the passing of the proposed resolution granting the Repurchase
Mandate to the Directors and on the basis that no Shares will be issued or repurchased by the
Company prior to the AGM, the Company will be allowed under the Repurchase Mandate to
repurchase a maximum of 56,214,900 Shares.

In addition, an ordinary resolution will be proposed at the AGM that any Shares repurchased
under the Repurchase Mandate (up to a maximum of 10% of the aggregate number of Shares in
issue as at the date of the grant of the Repurchase Mandate) will be added to the total number of

Shares of which may be allotted and issued under the Issue Mandate (“Extension Mandate”).

Each of the Issue Mandate, the Repurchase Mandate and the Extension Mandate will expire
at the earliest of: (a) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company; or (b) the
end of the period within which the Company is required by the Companies Law or the Articles to
hold its next annual general meeting; or (c¢) when revoked or varied by ordinary resolution(s) of
the Shareholders in general meeting prior to the next annual general meeting of the Company.

In accordance with Article 87(1) of the Articles, each of Mr. Mauffrey Benoit Jean Marie (an
independent non-executive Director) and Ms. Yeow Mee Mooi (also an independent non-executive
Director), will retire as Director by rotation and, being eligible, offers himself/herself for re-
election as Director at the AGM. Particulars of Mr. Mauffrey Benoit Jean Marie and Ms. Yeow Mee
Mooi are set out in Appendix II to this circular.
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6. RE-APPOINTMENT OF AUDITORS

The Board (which agreed with the view of the audit committee of the Company)
recommended that, subject to the approval of the Shareholders at the AGM, BDO Limited be
re-appointed as the auditors of the Company for the year 2017.

7. AGM AND PROXY ARRANGEMENT

The AGM Notice is set out on pages 14 to 18 of this circular. At the AGM, resolutions will
be proposed to approve, amongst other matters, the grant of the Issue Mandate, the Repurchase
Mandate and the Extension Mandate, the re-election of Directors and the declaration of the final
dividend for the year 2016.

The register of members of the Company will be closed from Monday, 24 April 2017 to
Thursday, 27 April 2017, both days inclusive, for ascertaining shareholders’ right to attend and vote
at the AGM. During this period, no transfer of Shares will be registered. In order to be entitled to
attend the AGM, all transfers of Shares accompanied by the relevant share certificates and properly
completed transfer forms must be lodged with the branch share registrar of the Company in Hong
Kong, Hong Kong Registrars Limited at Shops 1712-1716, 17th Floor, Hopewell Centre, 183
Queen’s Road East, Hong Kong, for registration not later than 4:30 p.m. on Friday, 21 April 2017.

A form of proxy for use at the AGM is enclosed with this circular. Whether or not you are
able to attend the AGM in person, you are requested to complete and return the accompanying form
of proxy in accordance with the instructions printed thereon as soon as possible and in any event
not later than 48 hours before the time for holding the AGM or any adjournment thereof to the
branch share registrar of the Company in Hong Kong, Hong Kong Registrars Limited at 17M Floor,
Hopewell Centre, 183 Queen’s Road East, Hong Kong. Completion and return of the form of proxy
will not preclude you from attending and voting in person at the AGM or any adjournment thereof
should you so wish, and in such case, the form of proxy previously submitted shall be deemed to be

revoked.

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To the best of the Director’s knowledge, information and belief, having made all reasonable
enquiries, (i) no Shareholder is required to abstain from voting on the resolutions to be proposed
at the AGM; and (ii) as at the Latest Practicable Date, there was no voting trust or other agreement
or arrangement or understanding (other than an outright sale) entered into by or binding upon any
Shareholder and there was no obligation or entitlement of any Shareholder whereby he/she/it has or
may have temporarily or permanently passed control over the exercise of the voting right in respect

of his/her/its Shares to a third party, either generally or on a case-by-case basis.

8. RECOMMENDATION

APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT
ON THE REPURCHASE MANDATE

This Appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules, to
provide requisite information as to the proposed Repurchase Mandate.

1. THE LISTING RULES RELATING TO THE REPURCHASE OF SHARES

The Listing Rules permit companies whose primary listing is on the Stock Exchange
to repurchase their shares on the Stock Exchange subject to certain restrictions. Among such
restrictions, the Listing Rules provide that the shares of such company must be fully paid up and all
repurchases of shares by such company must be approved in advance by an ordinary resolution of
shareholders, either by way of a general repurchase mandate or by specific approval of a particular
transaction.

2. SHARE CAPITAL
As at the Latest Practicable Date, there were a total of 562,149,000 Shares in issue.

Subject to the passing of the proposed resolution granting the Repurchase Mandate and on
the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased prior to the AGM, the Company will be
allowed under the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase a maximum of 56,214,900 Shares.

3. REASONS FOR THE REPURCHASE

The Directors believe that it is in the best interests of the Company and the Shareholders as
a whole to seek a general authority from the Shareholders to enable the Company to repurchase the
Shares on the Stock Exchange. Share repurchases may, depending on market conditions and funding
arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net asset value per Share and/or earnings
per Share and will only be made when the Directors believe that such repurchase will benefit the
Company and the Shareholders.

The Directors wish to state that they have no immediate plan to repurchase any Shares
pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate.

4. FUNDING OF REPURCHASES

Repurchases made pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate would be funded out of funds
legally available for the purpose in accordance with the Memorandum and Articles, the Companies
Law and other applicable laws of the Cayman Islands. A listed company may not repurchase
its own securities on the Stock Exchange for a consideration other than cash or for settlement
otherwise than in accordance with the trading rules of the Stock Exchange. Under the Companies
Law, repurchases by the Company may only be made out of profits of the Company or out of
the proceeds of a fresh issue of Shares made for the purpose, or, if so authorised by the Articles
and subject to the provisions of the Companies Law, out of capital. Any premium payable on a
redemption or purchase over the par value of the Shares to be purchased must be provided for out of
profits of the Company or out of the Company’s share premium account, or, if so authorised by the
Articles and subject to the provisions of the Companies Law, out of capital.
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Taking into account the current working capital position of the Company, the Directors
consider that, if the Repurchase Mandate were to be exercised in full, it might have a material
adverse effect on the working capital and/or the gearing position of the Company as compared
with the position as at 31 December 2016, being the date of its latest published audited financial
statements. However, the Directors do not intend to make any repurchases to such an extent as
would, in the circumstances, have a material adverse effect on the working capital requirements or
the gearing position of the Company which in the opinion of the Directors are from time to time
appropriate for the Company.
